going on lately in Socorro County that
adds to our history.

Fort Craig has received lots of attention by the
B.L.M. lately. They have rebuilt one of the
bastions on the fort wall similar to the ones built
for the Confederate Civil War invasion based on
period photographs. Some new concrete
walkways and interpretive signs are also being
added. They are planning an open house,
perhaps in November, with SCHS possibly
helping them out with the tours and other
activities. More details when they are learned.

Sevilleta Pueblo is one of the Piro pueblos
with a mission church that is finally seeing some
professional excavations. The 1620s built
mission church has been found. The excavations
are revealing new information on the Spanish
and Franciscan occupation in early Socorro
County. An article on the history of Sevilleta, and
the ongoing excavation, starts on page 4.

El Camino Real. SCHS members Dr. Peggy
Hardman, Dr. David Love, and Paul Harden
have been busy mapping some new segments of
El Camino Real through the Jornada del Muerto
on the Armendaris Ranch. Photos and an article
in an upcoming SCHS newsletter.

Lava. Geologist Dr. David Love, with colleagues
at NMT, have been using new technology to date
lava in the region. The Jornada del Muerto lava
flows appear to be formed by three eruptions
about 800,000 years ago, then 150,000 years
ago, and the newest at 79,000 years — making
this some of the youngest lava in New Mexico.
